which stands as his masterpiece he was a member of the liberal opposition to napoleon iii and after 1870 became active in
the third republic serving as deputy and later senator for life in france laboulaye is primarily known as a professor at the
respected college de france a position he maintained throughout his entire career and as a member of the institut de
france he was also president of the french anti slavery society laboulaye was in fact a savant of almost universal interests
who held a place at the center of french intellectual life during the second empire and the early third republic his
bibliography comprised of books pamphlets essays children s stories and articles totals over two hundred entries his final
years as a senator for life were devoted in large part to a successful fundraising campaign for the statute of liberty which
